Deadbolt

The center locking point on the door. The deadbolt is
engaged by turning the cylinder knob or engaging it
with a key.

Dummy Set

Handle is usually “fixed” in place. Handles serve only
as pull handles and do not operate.
Entry Lock Set

Handle set which has a lever grip handle on the
outside and a deadbolt to lock the door.

Entry Lock Set / Grip Handle

Handle set which has a grip handle on the outside and
a deadbolt to lock the door.

Exterior Single Fixed

An exterior handle, either left or right which is “fixed” in
place. Handle serves only as a pull handle and does
not operate.

Frame

The outer casing of a door which mounts directly into
the rough opening of a wall, also known as the jamb.

Handing

Determining whether you need a left or right handed
lever which normally have a curve design to them.
Look at your hinges from the outside of your door. If
the hinges are on the left, you need a left handed lever.
If the hinges are on the right, you need a right handed
lever.

Handle Set

Hardware which includes handles, rosettes or
backplates and screws and may also include a cylinder
to lock the door.

Handle Height

The distance from the bottom of the door panel to the
center of the handle hole.

Interior Single Fixed

An interior handle, either left or right which is “fixed” in
place. Handle serves only as a pull handle and does
not operate.

LH

The standard abbreviation for left handed.

Latch
The catch for the door that secures it when it is closed.

Mortise
Edge pocket for lockcase or additional locking points.

Pair Fixed Dummy

Two handles which are “fixed” in place. Handles serve
only as pull handles and do not operate.

Handle of excellence.

Passage Set

A set of lever handles which have no locking action on
either side.

Pocket Door Hardware

A lock which is mortised into the edge of a door which
slides into a wall pocket for a “hidden” door effect.

Privacy Set

A set of lever handles which have either a push button
inside and/or an emergency pin outside.

Resista® Finish

This surface guarantee protects against tarnishing,
peeling and cracking of solid brass handle sets.

Resista® handle sets are denoted by an “R” in the finish

description.

RH
The standard abbreviation for right handed.

Rosette

The decorative round plate which mounts to the face
of the door with a hole to accept a handle.

SEHES

Handle sets which have the same lever and finish for a
coodinated look.

Single Fixed Dummy

One handle which is “fixed” in place. Handle serves
only as pull handle and does not operate.

Shaft

A one piece metal unit used to mount the handles to
the door.

Stile

The upright or vertical piece of the frame of a door.

Strike
A metal piece which is mounted to the door frame.

Throw

The distance the deadbolt latch travels into the strike in
the jamb.

Thumbturn

The small knob on the inside of the handle set which
operates the deadbolt.

Thumbpiece

The part of the grip handle which when depressed
opens the handle set.

2. Acceptance. Buyer shall be deemed to have made an
